Step 1: COLLECTING
Take an active part and collect used 
carbide (cutters, drills, replaceable inserts).

Step 2: PICK UP
Contact your Leitz service driver. 
The material will be collected at your 
premises free of charge at your next 
delivery run. Or drop off at your next 
visit to our warehouse.

Step 3: SUBMIT FOR RECYCLING
We arrange to have the materials recycled 

using a local carbide recycling partner who 
weighs and values the tools.

Step 4: DONATION
Leitz Tooling receives the value of the recyc-

led material and donates it directly to our 
charity partner. Every $75 donated provides
